REQUEST FOR EXPRESSIONS OF INTEREST 
RFP-01-2010 

Terms of Reference 
Invitation for Artist(s)/Team(s) 
Artist(s)/teams are invited to participate in a call for expressions of interest to provide a site specific work of public art at the City of Fredericton new conference center on Queen Street. The artwork is to be located in the foyer of the conference center. The NBFA is soliciting responses from professional artists or artist teams with a proven track record working on site specific public art commissions. 

Background 
Every year, the New Brunswick Foundation for the Arts sends out a call for nominations as per its Municipality of the Arts of the Year Award Program, a juried prize recognizing the efforts of a municipality who has made a significant contribution to New Brunswick arts and culture. The prize consist in either the commissioning of a work of art from a well-known New Brunswick artist to be displayed in a specific public place of the recipient municipality, or the prize may consists of the presentation of an art event. The NBFA selects the artist and the art event for the prize; the recipient municipality decides whether it will be the gift of an art work or the gift of an art event. One prize per year may be awarded. In 2009, the City of Fredericton was selected as the Municipality of the Arts of the Year and chose to have an art work made for the foyer of its new conference center on Queen Street.
The NBFA Art in Public Places Project 
The NBFA Art in Public Places opportunity is to be located in the foyer of the City of Fredericton new conference center on Queen Street.

The artist(s)/team will be given the freedom to be innovative and creative in their approach to the art but are suggested to focus on an “arts and culture” theme.

The artwork should be a painting or a work of art and should be durable, vandal resistant, and safe. The artist(s)/team will also be asked to work with the NBFA and the City of Fredericton in order to integrate their work into the designated public space. Therefore, the artist(s)/team should look at how materials and forms can be designed to enrich the project and its relationship to built environment of the site. 

The commissioning process will closely follow the NBFA Art in Public Places Guidelines and Procedures Document. Each artist(s)/team is limited to one entry. 

The Budget

The total budget available to the artist(s)/team, inclusive of all expenses (including all taxes) will be $20,000. The budget for the artwork must be inclusive of all costs including but not limited to the cost of materials, fabrication, delivery, installation, artist fees. The insurance for the art work after completion will remain the responsibility of the City of Fredericton.

Selection Process and Criteria

The process of selecting the final artist(s)/team for the project will be by a selection panel. The selection panel will be comprised of two representatives from the NBFA, a representative from the City of Fredericton, a member from the arts community (a local professional artist or a professional arts administrator), and an area resident/business person. The panel may also, at its discretion, invite non voting advisors to assist with the selection process. The successful artist/team will be required to work with the City of Fredericton conference center design team in order to ensure that all design, technical and installation requirements are met. The panel will review all submissions for pre-qualification and then short-list up to a maximum of three artist(s)/teams to prepare a detailed conceptual design. 

Requirements for Submissions (Deadline: Friday, July 30, 2010 at 5:00PM) 
The Expression of Interest must include all the following material and will be reviewed and short-list decisions made based on these requirements and criteria: 

1. A letter of intent, no more than two (2) pages in length, explaining the artist(s)/team interest in the project and preliminary design ideas. 

2. A current resume outlining your credentials and relevant experience including artistic achievements and public art commissions. 

3. Appropriateness of the presented design idea to the theme and the improvement plan for the site. 

4. Display a high quality of technical skill, imagination, innovation, creativity and artistic merit. 

5. Up to 15 images on a CD accompanied by 

• a numbered image list with a brief description of each slide stating its title, date, medium, size, location and, if a commissioned project, the contract cost; 

• the images on the CD must be high resolution jpeg format and show the quality of the work of the artist(s)/team. 

6. References - list complete addresses, telephone numbers and 

e-mail addresses of at least three references such as an artist or arts professional, a design professional, or former client. 

7. A self-addressed stamped envelope for return of CD. 

8. A signed agreement that the artist has read and accepts the terms of the competition. 

Pre-qualification

Qualification will be established using (but not limited to) the following criteria: 

• Proven professional experience as an artist(s)/team and working on large scale public art. 

• Appropriateness of the presented preliminary conceptual design to the theme and the improvement plan for the site. 

• Display a high quality of technical skill, imagination, innovation, creativity and artistic merit based on the artist/team’s previous work. 

• Availability to work within the project timeline. 

Stage One: Short-listing

The Selection Panel will review all pre-qualified submissions and short-list up to a maximum of three artist(s)/teams. Short listed artist(s)/teams will prepare a detailed proposal including the following information: 

1. A detailed drawing and /or maquette 

2. A typed statement of artwork intent, rationale and description (max. 2 pages) 

3. A detailed budget inclusive of all costs for the completion of the project 

4. A budget for any annual maintenance costs 

5. A schedule for fabrication and installation 

Stage Two: Presentations, Interviews and Final Selection

The short-listed artist(s)/teams will be given the opportunity to meet with the NBFA Selection Panel to review the site and address the opportunities and constraints associated with the site and improvement plan for the Conference Center.

Following the interview and presentation of each of the short-listed artist(s)/teams, the panel will recommend one artist(s)/team for the project. The recommended artist(s)/team must be prepared to see the artwork completed and installed within the time frame as agreed with the NBFA, and within the terms and conditions of this reference. 

The short-listed artist(s)/team submissions and artist(s)/team presentation / interviews will be reviewed and final decisions made based on the following: 

1. The artist(s)/team’s interview and presentation of their proposal. 

2. Artist(s)/team's ability to work cooperatively with the NBFA and the City of Fredericton. 

3. The quality and integrity in the artwork. 

4. The ability of the artist(s)/team to think conceptually, to problem solve, to meet deadlines and the ability to stay within budget. 

5. How the artist(s)/team responds to the theme, the plan for the Conference Center, and the distinctive characteristics of the Conference Center. 

Contract

A contract including a copyright agreement between the artist(s)/team and the NBFA and the City of Fredericton will be drawn. The art will become the property of the City of Fredericton. 

Confidentiality

All information provided by the artist(s)/team and the selection panel shall be considered confidential.
